Competition Rules

League points will be recorded for same horse — rider combination for all grades.
All fences must be knockable.

Medical personnel must be present.

Horses must be a minimum of 4 years old.

Horses must be a minimum height of 148cms.

In the Green Horse class riders must be Advanced Intermediate and over.

There will be 4 penalties for a knocked fence.

There will be 4 penalties for a first refusal, run-out or circling in front of a fence.

There will be 8 penalties for a second refusal, run-out or circling in front of a fence.

A third refusal, run-out or circling in front of the fence will result in elimination.

Taking the wrong course will result in elimination. Taking the wrong course is defined as
omitting an obstacle or completing obstacles in the wrong order. Crossing the track will be
counted as circling and penalties will apply.

A fall by rider or horse will result in elimination. The rider may not remount.

Green Horses. Any horses falling into this category must be in its first year of competition
in the showjumping discipline [commencing 1/1/11] and be ridden by an Advanced Inter-

mediate grade rider or over. The Green Horse class will be run over the intermediate
track.

Placings’

For Primary and Advanced Primary the rounds will be timed. The closest to the optimum
time will be deemed to be the winner.

For Intermediate, Advanced Intermediate and Open, each competitor will jump their first
round and the clear rounds will jump off against the clock for placings.

In the event of there being less than 6 competitors clear, those competitors with the few-
est faults will also jump against the clock to decide the lower placings.

Entry Fee

Will be €20 with €2 euro from each entry going towards prizes for the league.




Midlands Region Derby League

There will be 3 legs of the Midlands Region Derby League:

May 8th 2011 Tara Hill show, Kilmessan, Co. Meath
May 15th 2011 Mo Chara show, Kilrainey Equestrian Centre
May 29th 2011 Kilrainy Show, Mullingar Equestrian Centre

To qualify for the League Final all competitors must attend a minimum of two of the above
dates.

The individual dates and the League are open to all members of the AIRC.

Rosettes and prizes will be awarded depending on attendance and points gained.
Rosettes and prizes will be distributed as follows: -

Grades Advanced Primary, Intermediate & Advanced Intermediate — Rosettes for 1st to 6th
place and prizes in kind for 1st to 3rd place.

Grades Primary, Green Horse, Open & Advanced Open — Rosettes for 1st to 6th place and

prizes in kind for 1st to 2nd place.

This will apply for all dates, including the Final unless there are eight competitors or more in
that particular grade when prizes in kind will be presented for 1st, 2nd and 3rd places.

All riders will be required to show their AIRC cards at the Secretary’s office when entering.

The Committee would like to ask everyone attending to bring their rubbish home with them
and to take care that all dogs are kept under control.

Where not specifically stated, current 2011 AIRC Rules apply.

In the case of any dispute arising on any date, the ruling of the judge and committee on the
day will be binding and final.

The Midlands Region of the AIRC would like to remind everyone attending that riding Horses

is a risk sport and that the Midlands Region of the AIRC and the Individual Clubs hosting the
date accept no liability for any accident, injury or damage caused to persons or property.

Scoring System

Points for the league will be awarded as follows:-

e 2nd 9 points
e 3rd 8 points
e 4th 7 points
e 5th 6 points
e 6th 5 points

e There will be an attendance point awarded to each competitor for each leg of the
league attended where the competitor starts the course.

e There will be two additional points added to those competitors who attend all 3 legs of
the league.
